It is unfortunate, however, that a Collective Bargaining Agreement was not in place at the time URS took over as your employer.  Had an Agreement been in place, the new employer could not have come in and cleaned out your vacation banks or changed any of your benefits without negotiating with your Union beforehand.
It’s more important than ever for you to stay involved and attend the next information meetings that will be scheduled before the election date.  We will stay in contact throughout this process.
